A study by Kawishima at the University of Tokyo titled “The
relationship between motorcycle riding and the human
mind,” tested male motorcyclists between 40 and 50. They
evaluated two groups, regular use cyclists and a non-rider
control group. Each individual was examined for brain
function and cognitive skills.

After two months on two wheels research results were

able to conclude riders who drove their motorcycles to
